Our Vision  
 We have three main goals to help make this yearôs NAWFest successful.  Our first goal is 

to gain more exposure for the sport of kayaking by attracting non-paddlers to the event with a 

music festival.

We were astonished and pleased to 

learn that the majority of last yearôs attendees experienced this great sport for the first time.  We 

accomplished exactly what we set out to achieve; to introduce whitewater kayaking to a whole 

new world of people and to grow interest in our sport which garners awareness in  river 

conservation across the US.
